The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) pays the
scholarship.

The monthly stipend in academic year 2017 was approximately ¥143,000 to ¥145,000
for graduate students and ¥117,000 for undergraduate students.

Scholarships for Privately Financed International Students

Public organizations, non-government organizations and companies, as well as the

Japan Student Services Organization (JASSO), offer scholarships for privately financed
international students. Registration is required to apply for scholarships through the
university. In principle, registration takes place in April (or in October for enrollments

in the second semester). After registration, students are given priority for scholarships
based on their academic records. Priority candidates are placed at the top of the list and
these students are recommended by the university for scholarships. Both the number of
such scholarships and the amount of money dispersed are extremely limited. The table
below shows information regarding scholarships at Kagoshima University during the 2017
academic year (“Number of students” is the actual number for the 2017 academic year).
